China and South Asian Countries have been friendly neighbors and cooperated closely on many international and regional affairs for decades, with the dimension of economic and trade cooperation expanding and bilateral trade volume is growing rapidly. However, trade imbalance in favor of China is getting bigger, to which the Chinese side attaches great importance. The South Asian Countries Commodities Fair-Beijing 2007 was successfully organized by the Ministry of Commerce of the People Republic of China (MOFCOM) in Beijing.40 businessmen from Nepal participated through 24 booths. The 17th China Import & Export Fair, Kunming (in short Kunming Fair) which is hosted by the Ministry of Commerce of the Peoples Republic of China (MOFCOM) and six provinces and municipalities in Southwest China was successfully organized in Kunming in June 2008. 
 In order to enlarge import from South Asian Countries, Ministry of Commerce of the Peoples Republic of China (MOFCOM) and the Peoples Government of Yunnan Province plan to hold the 2nd South Asian Countries Commodity Fair at Kunming International Convention and Exhibition Center in Kunming City during the Kunming Fair from 6th June 2009 to 10th June 2009.The SACC Fair will provide an economic cooperation platform which links the traders from South Asian Countries and ASEAN countries to the traders from China.
MOFCOM has close collaborations with all ministries from South Asian Countries for commerce administration to sponsor the Fair, which will be reinforced by the Chinese Embassies in those countries as well as South Asian Countries missions in China. In addition, an eminent organization or chamber of commerce from each country will be nominated as the co-organizer to cooperate with Organizing Committee of the 2nd South Asian Countries Commodity Fair, the Chinese organizer, to shoulder all executive operations. Nepal-China Executives Council and FNCCI will organize the Nepalese exhibitors to the Fair.
MOFCOM and the Peoples Government of Yunan Province sincerely invite exhibitors from South Asian countries, who are mainly engaged in manufacturing and trade, to attend the Fair and display their specialized and cutting-edge products. It is highly appreciated that competent authorities of every South Asian Country could play an active role in organizing exhibitors to participate in the forthcoming exhibition. At the same time, MOFCOM and  the Peoples Government of Yunan Province also warmly welcome government delegations headed by senior officials (at Ministerial level) to attend the event and hold seminars to promote their products and introduce investment policies, for which MOFCOM will provide all assistance. There will be over 2000 booths in this fair including 300 booths from South Asian and South East Asian countries.   

Brief Introduction of Kunming Fair 

 The China Export and Import Fair, Kunming. (Popularly called Kunming Fair) is a Yunnan's window opening to the south and south-east.

 Kunming Fair has been sponsored jointly by the Ministry of Commerce of the People’s Republic of China and seven of China's provincial governments – Yunnan, Sichuan, Guizhou, Guangxi, Tibet, Chongqing and Chengdu and co-sponsored by several organizations from home and abroad. The annual fair has been held successfully in June since 1993.Each session it attracts about 5,000 overseas businessmen from around 40 countries. There are over 2,000 booths at each session, which include many international joint venture companies and companies from other Asian & Southeast Asian countries.

 The 2008 Kunming Fair has been held at Kunming International Convention & Exhibition Center from 6th to 10th June, 2008, officially co-organized by the Ministry of Commerce of the People’s Republic of China for the first time. The five-day fair saw a cumulative trade turnover of 2.35 billion US dollars, a 13.6 growth over the previous year. In parallel with the fair, there were three international events held: the First GMS Economic Corridor Forum, the Sixth 'Introduction of Projects in Southwest China, for Chinese Entrepreneurs in ASEAN', and the Third China-South Asia Business Forum. There was also another event of interest – the Second “Kunming-Fair-Cup” International Business Golf Invitational Tournament'. This was in keeping with the ‘One Fair, Three Forums, One Cup’ theme of the event.

The 17th Kunming Fair covers import and export trade and technology, investment promotion, and economic and technological cooperation. There are over 2,000 booths and several pavilions for all sectors from Machinery & Electronics; Chemicals & Minerals; IT Industry; Pharmaceuticals & Healthcare Products; Agricultural Specialty; Jewelries and Light Industries. There are also theme pavilions, including the Investment Promotion; Foreign Trade & Investment and the Import Pavilion.
